Can be adapted for SEN and vocational schools
 Duration:
90 minutes (can be split into two 45-minute sessions)
 Learning Goal:
Students will be able to:
· Identify violations of EU core values in everyday life (online/offline)
· Critically reflect on their causes and consequences
· Propose respectful, inclusive alternatives aligned with EU values

          SESSION FLOW:
              Spark Curiosity (10 min)
Title: “What Are EU Values?”
· Watch: Video: What are EU values?
· Turn & Talk: “Which value stood out to you most and why?”
       Brainstorm – “Where Are the Cracks?” (10–15 min)
Tool: Mentimeter / Padlet
Prompt:    “Where do you see disrespect for human dignity, freedom, democracy, equality, rule of law, or human rights in your everyday life?”
Team-Based Investigation (30 min)
6 Groups – Each assigned one EU value.
Each group receives:
· 2–3 anonymized real-life examples (teacher-provided or AI-generated from Perplexity)
· One interactive AI chatbot (e.g. Mia, a Roma girl; Luka, a bullied  teen)
· Analysis Template:

Real-World Meme Review (10 min)
Students review actual memes or screenshots:
· Decide which value is being violated
· Who is harmed?
· Reflect using the same analysis questions

Interactive AI Roleplay (10 min)
 Tool: AI-powered chatbot (e.g. Poe, ChatGPT)
Example prompt:  “Talk to Mia, a 16-year-old Roma girl who was excluded from a school project…”
Students must:
· Ask 3–5 empathetic, critical questions
· Summarize how EU values could protect her rights

Creative Output – Digital Wall of Respect (15 min)
Each team designs a “Violation vs. Value” Interactive Poster, with:
· Real example (meme, screenshot, case)
· Analysis (What happened? Why is it a violation?)
· Proposed solution
· Student-made meme/slogan/call to action

Game-Based Reflection – Sorting Game (10 min)
 WordWall: Match the Situation to the Value
